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Abstract

Having experienced two faith revivals, or “Great
Awakenings,” since colonial times, Christianity
continued to gain adherents and grow in strength in
the United States throughout the 20th century and, to
some extent, into the 21st century. After the advent of
modernism at the end of the 19th century, though,
with its associated beliefs in things like evolution and
higher criticism, in the early 20th century the
evangelical religious movement suffered a split
between modernists (later liberals), who came to
terms with such beliefs, and fundamentalists, who
were anti-modernist and remained convinced of the
infallibility of the Bible. In the 1940s, middle-of-the-
road fundamentalists, who emphasized the preaching
of the gospel and anti-intellectualism while retaining
the combativeness of the traditional fundamentalists,
broke away to develop the “neo-evangelical” (later
evangelical) movement; some of them took part in the
Civil Rights movement in the 1950s and 60s,
describing themselves as members of the “evangelical
left” or “progressive evangelicals.” In the late 1970s,
the former fundamentalists also abandoned
separatism and took to the political stage as part of
the Republican conservative movement. This study
will describe how the issue of poverty in American
society evoked widely differing attitudes and strands
of thinking between fundamentalists, neo-
evangelicals and the evangelical left, and will seek to
explain how the theological, i.e. the eschatological
and soteriological, differences between these
Christian groupings conditioned their approaches
towards the eradication of poverty.
